When he recorded his
first single, called ‘Candle in the Wine,” Mary heard and
liked it. Mary suggested Des go on tour with her to get
some experience at that time, and he made his debut
performance as Mary’s guest, at The Lawn, in Lincoln,
England, on 14 March 2000. He has been appearing as
Mary’s special guest on her solo tours ever since.

When Des is not touring he runs his
own pub in Ireland called The
Hunterstown Inn located in Ardee,
County Louth.

Tom Duff, is a traditional family man, and has led an
interesting life. His own love of music began as a young
boy when his father bought him a tin whistle. After a long
time of saving his own money, he was eventually able to
buy his first accordian. He formed his own band and
became sought after on the music circuit, playing
traditional Irish seisuin, ceilidhes and set dancing. Tom
Duff is also well known within sporting circles in Ireland.
He played Gaelic football for Royal County Meath, won a
top honour medal for Meath in 1954, and continued
playing football well into his 40’s for Syddan GFC. You
can see who Mary gets her ambition and drive from!

The Lawn, Lincoln, England
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This is the first of our ‘In Focus’ features, highlighting The Lawn in Lincoln. In each future

issue of the fan club magazine we will focus on a different venue/location where Mary

performs on tour.

Mary’s annual show at The Lawn in Lincoln
runs in association with BBC Radio
Lincolnshire’s Gold Appeal, and is that little
bit extra special because it is for charity,
with the funds raised going to one or two

different charities each year.

The Lawn is an intimate venue, which holds
a fullhouse audience of about 450, and
Mary’s annual show is always a sell-out.
Mary has her regular tour guest Des

Carolan performing at the show too, but just

for this particular show a local Lincolnshire
man called Billy J also appears. You only
need to be in the venue to feel the buzz
from the audience in anticipation of Mary’s
entrance on stage, and Mary of course

never fails to give an amazing show.

To add to the charity funds, in the course of
the evening a raffle prize draw is held, and
on some occasions, time permitting, an
auction for various donated items (including
pictures of Mary) takes place during the

show interval.

Pat and Mo Ruhier are the dedicated
couple responsible for organising this show,
which they have done for the past 12 years,
and their time, energy, and commitment in
promoting the show is also testimony to the
success of the event. They even go that
one step beyond the required, and always
provide a wonderful backstage buffet for

Mary and her band.

The venue itself has quite some history
attached to it with the original site dating
back to the Iron Age. The building was once
an asylum and was extended by adding
further rooms over the years. It was 1910
before the installation of electric lights was
completed! In 1985 The Lawn was closed
and in 1986 the central courtyard was
covered with a lantern style’ ceiling, which
is currently the Lincoln Suite where Mary’s
show now takes place each year. The Lawn
was re-opened in November 1990 by His
Royal Highness the Prince of Wales, as the

entertainment venue it now is.

Mary is usually on a tight tour schedule and
doesn’t get the time to see very much of the
cities or towns she performs in, however
the city of Lincoln has much history to it and
Lincoln Cathedral impressively commands
everyone’s absolute attention as it proudly

dominates the skyline high above the city.
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Lincoln city has three unique quarters; they
consist of the Cathedral Quarter (with the
Cathedral and Castle), the High Street
Quarter (stores and cafes in abundance),
and the Cultural Quarter (with shows, and
where many artefacts from the Iron Ages,
Roman, Saxon, Viking and Medieval eras
can be seen). More recently, in 2005,
Lincoln Cathedral was used as a fim
location for some of the scenes shot in the
The Da Vinci Code.’ Lincoln is also known
for its famous Christmas market, which

itself attracts many visitors year after year.

Mary, as always, takes the time to meet
fans after the show at The Lawn and to
have pictures taken, and then Mary and the
band are back on the road once again,
driving through the night to the next town

for the next concert!
